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The poverty committee has met and discussed the poverty situation in Johnson County. Even before the 

current credit crisis, Johnson County had a higher rate of poverty than most people thought. A recent article in the 
Overland Park Sun indicated than Food Pantries cannot keep up with the demand because there is a constant flow of 
new clients seeking help. Many of the people getting assistance are working at low wage jobs that have few 
benefits, or they don’ t have the skills to advance to a job with a higher wage.  

One of the problems Johnson County faces is affordable housing. This means that people who could work 
here have to travel a distance. This was very difficult when gas was hovering around $4 per gallon. A good 
transportation system would give people an alternative. With the current economic situation, it is predicted that 
more people are going to be at the poverty level. This is a good time for LWV to state a position on this problem. 

We have met twice to review information given to us by Karen Wulfkuhle, (UCS), Shirley Kelso of 
(Catholic Charities). We have also read various news articles. We expect to address the following issues: 

1. Define poverty level 
2. Identify causes of poverty 
3. Identify available agencies  
4. Determine methods we support to bring about change 
Approximately 10 League members have been attending our meetings. Our next meetings are scheduled for 

January 7 and January 21 at the Johnson County Central Library at 7 p.m. 
At League’s March general meeting, we will break into groups to discuss consensus questions. It will 

replace the unit meetings we historically held. I hope you all can make it.

International Relations:  Impact of International Trade Agreements on the Local Community 
 
STATEMENT OF POSITION:  The League of Women Voters of Johnson County believe that local government 
officials should inform themselves and their constituency of the impact of international trade agreements on 
Johnson County and its cities.  A defined mechanism should be established whereby local government interests are 
represented in the development of these agreements. 
 
In general, trade agreements must not weaken local laws in the areas of environment, health, safety and employment  
However, there may be instances where, for reasons of strengthening, local laws may need to be changed to meet 
higher standards. 
 
Although privatization and/or foreign ownership may not be appropriate for every service that local governments 
provide, in cases where either occurs, there must be strict community regulation and oversight regardless of the 
national affiliation of the service provider.  All private corporations must meet the same standards, rules and quality 
expectations of our local laws and regulations, and be subject to the U. S. legal system. 
 
The League of Women Voters of Johnson County can help educate and inform citizens, who in turn should inform 
and monitor local government officials to ensure that they are aware and responsive to the potential impact of 
international trade agreements on Johnson County and its cities.

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The 10th Judicial District Nominating Committee interviewed 11 applicants on December 8, and 

selected three attorneys to be presented to the Governor. The person selected will fill the position of the 
Honorable John Anderson III, who is retiring after a 21-year career on the Johnson County District Court.  

The Committee selected G. Gordon Atcheson, who specializes in criminal and civil law, Robert Bjerg, 
whose practice area is business and civil litigation, and Neil Foth, who practices in the areas of personal injury, 
medical malpractice and mediation. The Governor has 30 days to make her appointment.

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At the national level:  League and partners urged congressional leaders to include green 

infrastructure in any stimulus bill.  On November 13, 2008, the League and other concerned organizations 
urged that any economic stimulus bill include green infrastructure and green jobs development that 
immediately puts people to work and reinvigorates the economy. An aid package for automakers should be 
tied to guaranteed improvement in greenhouse gas emissions and fuel economy of manufacturer's fleets. 
 

At the state level: In conjunction with LWVUS, efforts to educate about the effects of global climate 
change and to advocate in Congress for clean energy legislation, LWVK is working with the Climate and Energy 
Project of the Salina Land Institute to promote a sound, sustainable energy policy for Kansas. The following 
description of their work in formulating energy policies is excerpted from their website:

     All Kansans want a sound, comprehensive energy policy - but the topic is so big, it's hard to 
know where to start.

Kansans can claim our share of the booming renewable energy 
industry and bring prosperity to the Plains."

Chairman Charley Vogt invited comments by citizen and board members on various program successes in the past 

month. That included planned attendance at the WWI Museum by children in Johnson County. The chair encouraged 
visitation to the Plaza Library to see the extent of neighborhood interaction.  

Vicki Trott, President of Friends of the Library, stated the success at the fall book sale held at the Antioch and Blue 
Valley libraries in the overall increase in sales. Scott Zerger, Exec. Director of the Library Foundation, reported an increase 
in revenues and described a policy goal for 2009. The library received contributions from 600 donors last year. Ed Eilert, 
liaison for the County Commission, remarked about the need for a review of new members. 

The County Librarian described a program that included partnership with the Nelson-Atkins Museum and plans for a 
children©s tour. A brief description was given of a network program for young people titled “Nerds Fighting.”  It has played 
in Wichita and around the state. Also expansion continues on the Leawood Library. The second phase of the leadership 
program is underway. A program with Shawnee School of an intergenerational nature is underway. A technology 
assessment of the library will begin in December.  

Diana Graves gave a third quarter report on financial projections with a reported budget of 24 million dollars. 
Consideration of the renewal in the facility use agreement with the city of Edgerton was approved. Summary of new and/or 
renewed contracts was also approved.  

Under new business, the board approved the continuance of the self-serve, fee-based fax service at the Central 
Resource Library and the Antioch Neighborhood Library. The board also approved the renewal of the agreement with JCCC 
for JCL support and involvement in the County Adult Education Program in 2009. It was formerly a literacy project and is 
now located at West Park. The library provides books in English.

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November  24: Trailridge Middle School Principal Dr. Larry King announced that Trailridge received Standard of 
Excellence in all subjects and at every grade level. He presented an entertaining video showing how this was 
accomplished. A report on the history of the Center of Independent Study on enrollment and class size was presented.  
 During Open Forum, parents and students once again spoke of their concerns about the gifted program in the Shawnee 
Mission School District. The Board noted the need for more promotion of the program, but it was felt that change would 
allow more flexibility for the students which will hopefully increase enrollment. The Program Planning Guide for 2009-
2010 was approved. 
 
December  8: Brookwood Elementary Principal Teddi Stern presented a report highlighting programs and activities at the 
school. They brought the Beaver Biometrics with them and some of the students demonstrated their uses. Board members 
got involved with the students. The Board recognized Ruth Goff, art teacher at Antioch Middle School, whose art work 
was selected as Purchase Award for the Faculty Art Exhibit at the McEachen Administrative Center.  

Adoption of the agenda and routine business was approved by consent. The Superintendent recommended re-adoption 
of Board Policy BB-School Legal Status. This was a second reading of this policy. 

Dr. Charles McLean, principal of SM West, gave a brief report on a program started two years ago to engage students 
in learning about alternative energy sources. The program evolved into a roof-top Solar Panel Array. The next phase is the 
Wind Turbine and Tower which call for approval of bids. Bid summary was recommended. 

Dr. Joy Torgerson and Ginny Lyon reported on Enrollment Trends and Staffing Guidelines for 2004-05 to 2008-09, 
followed by a brief discussion on how this information will be impacted by the state’s financial difficulties.

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October 16:  The Trustees conducted routine business, including approval of agenda items presented by various 
committees. Highlights included: * Board approval of a resolution to add a seventh member to the Board, including formal 
procedures for implementation of the plan. * A report on the college United Way, just ended, stating that nearly $70,000 
had been raised, an increase of 22 percent over last year. 

After a brief Executive Session, the open meeting reconvened to interview eight candidates for the Board opening 
created by the recent resignation of Virginia Krebs. The Board selected Melody Rayl of Olathe, a Kansas City lawyer, and 
a former Overland Park police officer and assistant professor at the college.

Not all items considered in the meeting are shown below, others are rather perfunctory. Maps and plans available online. 
 
November meetings: 
*The Commission appointed  Commissioners Gadd, Lund, and Flanagan to the Nominating Committee to select the Chair 
and Vice-Chair positions for next year. 
*Special Use Permit at 144 St. and Antioch to allow a communications tower for 10 years.  T-Mobile is requesting 
approval to locate a 120 foot pole off of Antioch Rd. within the KCPL substation site and is not visible from the street.  
However, the neighbors along Antioch and on Benson St. can see the pole.  The Commission voted to allow the pole at 100 
feet and for five years.  There was much discussion on screening the base with landscaping and a wall. 
*The Staff and Council members want to find out how other cities are making decisions concerning cell towers. The 
Council will be hearing from the Center for Municipal Solutions which is a third party company that reviews cell tower 
applications and does analysis of the information cell tower companies provide to cities. 
 
*Special Use Permit to locate a cell tower and equipment at 146 St. and Nieman Rd. for five years. This is also a T-Mobile 
tower at 110 feet tall.  Residents spoke not only of the tower height, their property values, but of safety issues with a wall 
to be constructed around the equipment.  The tower would also be within 175 feet of the nearest residence where 200 feet 
is mandated.  Commisssion voted to allow the tower.   
*Special Use Permit to locate a cell tower at 10034 West 151 St. at the rear of church property.  Little discussion.  Motion 
to approve passed. 
*Special Use Permit to allow a wind turbine at Shawnee Mission West High School for five years.  This would be a small 
turbine with the power used against the schools© grid use.  The wind turbine is being requested by the school as part of their 
Green Energy Resource lab, which consists of an existing photovoltaic array on the roof of the building and the proposed 
wind turbine. The lab provides the students with a hands-on learning tool for the math and science curriculum, as well as 
providing environmental benefits and energy savings. Grants are being used to fund these two technologies. The wind 
turbine itself is 60 feet in height with a 12-foot rotor diameter. The proposed height of the structure is required to get 
“good”  wind above the building and existing mature trees in the area.  Motion to approve passed.
