The one issue that we don’t have a position on is employment. We will have to find out if the commissioners seek
companiesto locate in our area or determine if that is a state function. Since the economic downturn last fall, many people
in the middle class have lost their jobs and investments. Unemployment is currently at 10 percent. Many people who are
still working have been forced to work longer hours for less pay. LWV lobbied for a minimum wage of $7 and got it
passed. But a minimum wage still leaves afamily in poverty. The creation of jobsisamajor challenge.

Thefollowing is what our state and local agencies have been offering on alimited basis.
The State of Kansas passed a bill offering a withholding tax refund to companies moving to Kansas who have 10 to 100
employees and earning $45,000 or more. Thiswould be for afive-year period.

“Kansas Works" offers paid internships for young people ages 18-24 that are not attending any school or training
program. They offer the WIRED training Grant for training in Advanced Manufacturing, Biotechnology and Healthcare.
They help with job searches and the tools necessary to get certain jobs.

The Kansas Department of Labor offers unemployment benefits up to 72 weeks.

The Kansas City Sar printsin their “Career” section alisting of companies |ooking for help. Anyone wanting more
information can go to their web site: www.kansascity.com/jobs.

Johnson County Human Services provides the following services:
Emergency Assistance. They provide fundsto help families with rent, utility payments, medical needs,
transportation and other specia needs.
Self-Sufficiency Programming. Residents can attend programs that provides financial and life-skillstraining
while clients save toward long-term goals with federal and local matching funds.
Food Pantry. Non-perishable food items are available for qualifying families.
Clothing Closet. Gently used clothing, donated by the community, is available.
School Supplies. Through community donations, school supplies are available in late summer for qualifying USD
231 students. Schools aso provide lunches for children who qualify.
Information and Referral. Comprehensive information is provided about community resources throughout
Johnson County.

This agency gets funding from grants and individuals. JCHS also has sponsors who give vouchers to participants
to cash in at stores for perishables. Like Harvesters, JCHS supplies food in bags for individuals to have on the weekend.
They have seen a 33 percent increase in people seeking help. While the need isincreasing and can’t be met, there’' sbeen a
reduction in staff due to the reduced county budget. V olunteers are desperately needed.

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At 1:30 p.m. on the fourth Friday of each month, an inspiring ceremony takes place in a majestic courtroom in the
Robert J. Dole Federal Courthouse in Kansas City, KS: the naturalization of new citizens of the United States. In atypical
ceremony, complete with arobed judge presiding, about 100 people from 30-plus diverse countries become citizens. It is
typical for the presiding judge and/or the guest speaker to briefly tell when and from where his or her ancestors first came
to this country. There are many damp eyes, including mine, particularly when the applicants become citizens by taking
their oath of alegiance to the United States.

The JoCo LWV participates in these monthly ceremonies and celebrations in two ways. Each new citizen is given
acopy of our informative brochure, “Welcome New Citizen,” describing the rights and responsibilities of citizenship,
along with information about how to contact the local Board of Elections, change their voting address or obtain
information about upcoming elections and candidates.

Perhaps more importantly, at the reception following the ceremony, we staff atable with voter registration forms. League
members help answer questions, be sure the forms are filled out correctly, and afterwards, we see that they get to the
appropriate election office. We are fortunate that the following L eague members are dedicated to helping at each
Ceremony: Marilyn Bynum, Pat Yingst, Virginia Johnson, Dr. Norge Jerome and Susan Horst.

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The Johnson County LWV has started a new project aimed
at providing voting information to a broader segment of the
community. Partnering with the Johnson County Election
Office, the League has developed bookmarks promoting the
Election Office's web site.

The web site is the best source for the most complete and
current information about election dates, elected officials,
voting locations and procedures, and district maps. It even
includes information about how to file to be a candidate.
The Johnson County Library System has agreed to help
distribute the bookmarks. If needed, librarians will also be
able to help with accessing the site through library
computers.

An added benefit is the opportunity
to inform the community about the
Johnson County League of Women
Voters and its programs.

LEAGUE DELEGATION TO ATTEND UN CLIMATE CHANGE CONFERENCE
Caps on Emissions of 25 Percent Below 1990 Levels by 2020, Says League

Washington, DC —The League of Women Voters today announced that a delegation of eight League leaders will travel
to Copenhagen, Denmark as official non-governmental organization delegates to the UN’s Framework Convention on
Climate Change (COP15). The delegation will attend general and special conference sessions and reinforce the League’s
efforts and positions on curbing global climate change.

“We are thrilled to be sending this dedicated group of members to Copenhagen for this historic conference,” said national
League President Mary G. Wilson. “The League believes that global climate changeis one of the most serious threatsto
the environment, health and economy of our nation and our world.”

“President Obama’ s participation in the COP15 meetings and discussionsis a clear signal of the seriousness of global
climate change, both domestically and internationally, and we applaud his commitment,” Wilson stated. “ The League is
calling on U.S. and world political leadersto cap emissions at 25 percent below 1990 levels by 2020. We hope that the
United States will move beyond its current negotiating position and work for an international agreement that will truly
address this critical issue.”

“The 192 countries of the world need to produce an effective international agreement based on the best available science.
In addition, it iscritically important for our nation to agree to provide substantial assistance to needy nations in adapting
to climate change,” according to Carole Conors, who is heading the League’ s delegation.

“Our delegation will move the League’ s agenda forward while at COP15,” Wilson said, “focusing on 1) achieving a broad
international agreement with commitments, implementation and oversight, 2) cutting emissions to safe levels, and 3)
providing critical adaptation and associated assistance to countries most in need.”

“Here at home, our members will continue their work reminding elected |eaders that they need to make the responsible
and tough choices that will curb global warming and speed the transition to clean energy alternatives,” Wilson concluded.

The Johnson County Park and Recreation District has completed the first phase of its deer management plan for
Shawnee Mission Park. A tota of 313 deer were culled from the herd. The harvest was conducted during non park
hours; local law enforcement agencies throughout the county secured the park perimeter. The Kansas Department
of Wildlife and Parks are conducting a survey later this month to estimate how many deer per square mile till
remain within the park and the adjacent properties managed by the District. The resulting data will be used by
staff to determine whether a secondary harvest is needed. Staff previously recommended the herd initially be
lowered to an estimated 50 deer per square mile.
Bond Refunding — The board approved bond refunding underwriting. The district sent RFP’ sto eight financial
ingtitutionsin the Kansas City & St. Louis areas that are active in municipal bonds. After meeting to review the
responses, Piper Jaffray was selected to underwrite bond issues.
