INCOME ASSISTANCE

The 1970 Convention adopted a study of alternativesto welfare. As aresult of the study, members agreed to
support a system of federalized income assistance. The position, adopted in 1971, suggests criteriafor such a system and
for minimum uniform standards of eligibility for both cash benefits and supportive services (in-kind benefits). The
position is closely linked with the Employment position in encouraging work and in emphasi zing the responsibility of the
federal government to help those who can't find work, those whaose earnings are insufficient to meet basic needs or those
who are unable to work.

The League has supported avariety of specific programs for income assistance and in-kind benefits—food
stamps, low-income energy assistance, child-care legidation, reform of unemployment compensation and Aid to Families
with Dependent Children programs, and housing subsidies. Comprehensive child care remains an elusive but critically
needed support service for women seeking employment. In each case the League has pressed for: uniform minimum
federal standards of eligibility; uniform standards for benefits based on need; standards for quality of services.

In 1986-88 the L eague worked in support of welfare reform legislation in Congress, culminating in passage of the
Family Support Act of 1988. The League had supported the House version of the bill, the Family Welfare Reform Act,
which included provisions for education, training and employment of welfare recipients. However, the fina bill more
closely followed the Senate bill, the Family Security Act, which the League opposed. The League joined other members
of the national Coalition on Human Needsin opposing the final bill, chiefly citing inadegquate funding and mandatory
participation quotas. Since passage of the Family Support Act, states continue to face critical decisions about
implementing the law.

The League lobbied successfully in support of the Family and Medical Leave Act, legislation designed to
guarantee workers unpaid leave for illness or the birth or adoption of a child. Throughout the years, the League has
supported the Earned Income Tax Credit as a necessary form of income assistance.

Other recent League efforts include lobbying Congressin 1991 and 1992 to pass the Mickey Leland Hunger
Relief Act and the Freedom From Want Act, bills designed to alleviate hunger in the United States. The LWVEF
coordinated an 18-month Hunger Advocacy Project in 1988-1990. The project was designed to help state and local
Leagues develop and carry out model, targeted activities to document or aleviate hunger. A community action guide,
Fighting Hunger in Your Community, provided information on replicating the projects.

In 1997, the League opposed congressional budget and appropriations provisions attempting to transfer
responsibility for public assistance programs such as Medicaid and Food Stamps from state governments to private for-
profit corporations.

In fall 2005, the League responded to the Hurricane Katrina disaster by urging Congress to protect basic human
needs of those affected by securing the basics —jobs, income when work is not available, health care, food, education,
child care, and housing — while also protecting and expanding the capacity of the federal government to respond by
preserving and increasing funding for vita services and not sapping revenues through misdirected tax cuts.

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On July 14, MARC appeared at ajoint meeting of the Kansas and Missouri Sierra Clubs. Guests included League
members and others from the community.

Tom Gerend, MARC transportation director, spoke about Transportation Outlook 2040. He asked everyone to
look toward 2040 and what we might visualize.

The magjor points of land use forecasting include: transportation needs, resources, coordination and collaboration,
guide future investments, and federal requirements. Together with these forecasts are the facets of current community
change, and include, growth, aging, new jobs, and transportation choices over the next 30 years.

Transportation is one aspect of change in which transportation and land use must be integrated along with the
environment and sustainability at al levels. Land use planning will be done to create quality places and it will include the
probability of decline of jobs and population for the region. However, the forecast shows 60 percent growth in new
devel opment areas and 40 percent growth in already devel oped areas.

The political aspect of the transportation study, government funding

How the study is implemented, using the baseline or adaptive growth methods

Cloture Motion; Family Smoking Prevention and Tobacco Control Act - Vote Agreed to (84-11, 4 Not Voting) With this
vote the Senate chose to open debate on a bill that would give the FDA regulatory authority over tobacco, but would not allow the
agency to ban cigarettes or other tobacco products.

Sen. Sam Brownback voted NO  Sen. Pat Roberts voted NO

Family Smoking Prevention and Tobacco Control Act - Vote Passed (79-17, 3 Not Voting)

The Senate passed this bill that would give the FDA regulatory authority over tobacco, but would not allow the agency to ban
cigarettes or other tobacco products.

Sen. Sam Brownback voted NO  Sen. Pat Roberts voted NO

Supplemental Appropriations Act, 2009 - Vote Agreed to (91-5, 3 Not Voting) The Senate gave final passage to this $106
billion bill providing funds for the wars in Afghanistan and Irag, sending the bill to the President.

Sen. Sam Brownback voted YES. Sen. Pat Robertsvoted YES

Nomination of Harold Hongju Koh to be Legal Adviser of the Department of State - Vote Confirmed (62-35, 2 Not
Voting) The Senate confirmed Yae Law School Dean Harold Koh as Legal Adviser of the State Department.

Sen. Sam Brownback voted NO  Sen. Pat Roberts voted NO

Legislative Branch Appropriations Act, 2010 - Vote Passed (67-25, 7 Not Voting) The Senate passed this $3.1 billion hill to
fund the legidlative branch, which includes a provision to post Senate expenses online for the public to access.

Sen. Sam Brownback voted Not Voting  Sen. Pat Roberts voted NO

Department of Homeland Security Appropriations Act, 2010 - Vote Passed (84-6, 10 Not Voting) On Thursday, the Senate
passed this $42.9 billion bill to fund the Department of Homeland Security for Fiscal Y ear 2010, which includes a provision reguiring
at least 700 miles of a border fence with Mexico be completed by 2010.

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Recent U.S. House Votes

Transportation Security Administration Authorization Act - Vote Passed (397-25, 11 Not Voting) Thisbill would authorize
programs, advisory groups and spending to improve security at U.S. airports and rail systems. It also prohibits the TSA from using
whole-body imaging machines at primary security checkpoints of airports.

Pakistan Enduring Assistance and Cooperation Enhancement (PEACE) Act - Vote Passed (234-185, 14 Not Voting) The

Family Smoking Prevention and Tobacco Control Act - Vote Passed (307-97, 30 Not Voting) The House gave final passage
to this bill granting the FDA regulatory authority over tobacco, sending it to the President.

Supplemental Appropriations Act, 2009 - Vote Passed (226-202, 6 Not Voting) The House approved this bill funding the wars
in Afghanistan and Irag.

The House passed this $64.4 billion bill to fund the Departments of Commerce and Justice, science agencies, and other related
