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Back in August, a delegation of nine LWV Jo Co members attended a meeting in Topeka to learn about the
national League'sinitiative for afair and diversejudiciary. There we learned that Kansas and Colorado were chosen to
receive special services and grant money for a special initiative.

A recent press release from national explains the goal:

Safeguarding U.S. Democracy: Quest for a Mor e Diverse Judiciary is atwo-year, statewide campaign focusing on the
importance of diversity in ensuring fair and impartial Kansas courts.

In conjunction with a diverse coalition of partners, Leagues across Kansas will develop and implement strategies for
education and advocacy, such as community forums, town hall meetings, events at local law schools, and meetings with
appointed and elected officials.

According to the 2008 report from The Brennan Center, Improving Judicial Diversity, most judiciaries do not reflect the
diversity in their states—and Kansas is no exception.

“As of June 2009, 46 out of 265 judges in the state of Kansas were women, and women represented only 16 out of 166
judges at the District Court level,” said National League President Mary G. Wilson. “ Additionaly, there are four African-
American, four Latino, one Asian, and no Native-American judges out of 265 throughout the state. We can do better.”

The League of Women Voters believes that diversity in our courtsis crucid, not only because different viewpoints make
for amore robust jurisprudence, but because it will help to legitimize our justice system in the eyes of an ever-diversifying
public.

“Communitiesthat lack adiversejudiciary risk acrisis of confidence among their citizens,” Wilson continued. “Lack of
diversity creates a perception that the courts may not be asfair or impartial asthey could be, and leads citizens to question
the role the courts play in their lives.”

Anditisnot just the League that believesin afair and diverse judiciary. The October 5 edition of USA Today
reported:

During the Saturday panel sponsored by the William and Mary Law School, Sandra Day O'Connor emphasized
the value of diversity on the bench —in sex, professional experience, geography and religion.

She said she was glad another woman was on the court. Justice Sonia Sotomayor, the third woman justice in
history and the first Latina, succeeded David Souter in August. Justice Ruth Bader Ginsburg is the other woman on the
court. “ It's not enough,” O'Connor declared.

O'Connor, aformer legislator in Arizona, said it was important for a president to pick justices from a variety of
backgrounds. All nine of the current justices were elevated from U.S. appeals courts.

“| don't think we should have nine clones up there,” O'Connor said. “ | don't think they should all be of one faith,
and | don't think they should all be from one state.” On the court are now a record six Catholics; two are Jewish; one,
Protestant.

Thanks to the LWV US Education Fund and the Transparency and Integrity Fund of the Open Society Institute,
Leagues in Kansas have the opportunity to help inform, educate, and advocate for thisimportant issue. LWV Jo Co
submitted a grant proposal for $18,000 to sponsor essay and video contests in high schools, to sponsor a panel discussion
on thetopic, to discusstheissuein local venueslike fall festivals, and to mentor students interested in legal studies.
Thanksto all who submitted ideas for the proposal. We look forward to hearing soon from LWV US that they have
accepted our proposal.

Johnson County WaterOneBoard  October 13, meeting  (www.waterone.org)

- Firetakes plant off line. An intense electrical fire on 10/6 will cost about $500,000 for cleanup and repair. It
occurred at the Kansas River facility, which normally produces 50-60 million gallons/day. However, other
WaterOne facilities have taken over that production. It should take about 5-6 months to become fully operational.
Antennaincome. WaterOne will charge Clearwire $2125/month to put up seven wirel ess antennas on the Delmar
tank. WaterOne' s fees for other current leases depend on the number of antennas mounted on the tanks.

Two Missouri River studies. The district is participating in two important studies by the Army Corps of
Engineers. One addresses the river’s authorized purposes (such as water supply, recreation, habitat, commercial).
The other concerns the river bed' s degradation; it is funded 50-50 by federal and local real or in-kind dollars.
Johnson County visioning. General Manager Mike Armstrong has been invited to represent all utilities (not just
WaterOne) in the county’ s latest strategic planning process.

At its regular monthly meeting, the Johnson County Library Board heard severa reports including those from
representatives of the Friends of the Johnson County Library and the Johnson County Library Foundation. A discussion
followed areport on small balance patron accounts on how to deal with patrons who have books long overdue. Should
these people incur an additional fine, should they be deprived of library privileges? No motion was presented. Further
discussion on the subject of food and drink ensued with the consensus being that beverages would be allowed but food
would be restricted to designated areas.

The County Librarian reported having attended the new 6x6 Early Childhood Literacy Program at Antioch
Library. This program aims to teach children pre-reading skills as they play. She a so reported that the expanded Leawood
Pioneer Neighborhood Library is scheduled to reopen on October 1.

Members of the Board had in hand a copy of the recently completed Master Facilities Plan 2010-2030. A motion
to adopt this plan passed unanimously.

New business included approval of the following: (1) a contract to upgrade computer capabilitiesin certain
libraries, (2) the purchase of 151 lounge chairs and 15 love seats to replace those being used in public areas, (3) the
replacement of some carpeting in the Centra Library.

Also approved was the purchase of 151 lounge chairs and 15 love seats to replace those being used in public
areas. In addition the replacement of some carpeting in the Central Library was authorized.

The Library Board then went into Executive Session.

Selected highlights from the meeting:

Ben Craig, former Board of Trustees member, and described as the “founder” of JCCC was introduced (he and his
wife were touring the campus).
The board renewed the contract of Dr. Calaway, president of JCCC, for the 2009 - 2010 year with a six-month
review (to betied in to the college strategic review master plan).
Trustee Mitchel son, representative to KACCT and now treasurer, reported from his most recent meeting that the
current board seems to be re-energized. It is a better environment now for JCCC, which isthe largest of the 19
community and technical college members.
College Steering Community/Faculty Association. The growth of the college overall has also increased class
sizes, in some cases too much by their assessment. This trend and specifics will be monitored.
The absence of aHealth Center is noted regretfully. Shawnee Mission Medical Center was awarded the last
competitive bid, but the facility lost money so was closed; there were no responses to the next offer for bids. The
board will look into further options.

Johnson County Community College Board of Trustees October 15 meeting

Followi ng are selected highlights from the meeting:
JCCC labbyist Dick Carter reported that the budget continues to look bleak in Topeka, budget wise. With
revenues (income) currently even lower than projected, funds for education, like most other budget items
remain at risk.
Learning Quality: Trustee Weiss stated that a free standing culinary artshospitality center has been proposed.
The next step isto eevate program identity through a dedicated building. The presentation will be brought
forward to the Board Management committee.
“Achieving the Dream” is a nationwide initiative which is particularly geared to students of color and of low-
income. Focuses include attracting, retaining and, as necessary, re-attracting dropouts from the program.
Representatives of the initiative made a presentation to the Board and had also met that morning with some
200 campus faculty, staff and students. JCCC is committed to the program with Trustee Weiss stating he
“considersit to be one of the most important initiatives JCCC has undertaken in anumber of years.
Management: Trustee Mitchelson and special counsdl explained the parameters of alease purchase agreement
to “pay aportion of the costs of the acquisition, construction, equipping and furnishing of a new health
education facility for the college . . .” Thisrelates to the joint venture with Olathe Medical Center. The
recommendation to award the sale of approximately $15,200,000 of Certificates of Participation to (the
successful bidder) was approved.
An increase of five times the current internet band width will be effective October 16, greatly speeding
research and other online educational needs.

Transportation, Housing and Urban Development, and Related Agencies Appropriations Act, 2010 - Vote Passed (73-25, 1 Not
Voting) The Senate approved this $122 hillion bill funding transportation and housing programs for the next fiscal year.
Sen. Sam Brownback voted YES......Sen. Pat Robertsvoted YES

Interior, Environment, and Related Agencies Appropriations Act, 2010 - Vote Passed (77-21, 1 Not Voting) The Senate
approved this $32.1 billion bill funding the Department of the Interior, Environmental Protection Agency and related programs for the
next fiscal year.

Sen. Sam Brownback voted YES......Sen. Pat Robertsvoted YES

L egidative Branch Appropriations Act, 2010 - Vote Agreed to (62-38) The Senate approved this $4.66 billion bill that funds the
legislative branch for Fiscal Y ear 2010, sending it to the President. The bill also includes a continuing resolution to fund government
operations through October 31, as thisis the only one of the 12 annual appropriations bills to have been completed before FY 2010
began.

Department of Defense Appropriations Act, 2010 - Vote Passed (93-7) The Senate approved this $636.3 billion bill funding the
Department of Defense during fiscal year 2010.

Recent U.S. House Votes

Raising a guestion of the privileges of the House - Vote Passed (240-179, 5 Present, 10 Not Voting) The House rebuked Rep. Joe
Wilson for shouting "You lie" during President Obama's healthcare address to a joint session of Congress.
Rep. DennisM oore voted YES

Advanced Vehicle Technology Act - Vote Passed (312-114, 7 Not Voting) The House passed this bill that would permit the Energy
Department to spend $200 million per year more than it currently spends on programs for the research, development, demonstration
and commercial application of new vehicle technologies.

Rep. DennisM oore voted YES

Student Aid and Fiscal Responsibility Act of 2009 - Vote Passed (253-171, 10 Not Voting) This House bill would terminate the
Federal Family Education Loan Program and replace it with the Education Department's Direct Lending program, as well asincrease
funding of Pell Grants and increase the annual grant maximum to $5500 in 2010.
